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THE STANDARD OF INTERNET ACCOUNTABILITY






SCRIPTURE PERTAINING TO TEMPTATION AND SIN

Sin and temptation:

Romans 13:13-14 Let us behave properly as in the day, not in carousing and drunkenness, not in sexual promiscuity and sensuality, not in strife and jealousy.  But put on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make no provision for the flesh in regard to its lusts.

1 John 3:3 And everyone who practices sin also practices lawlessness; and sin is lawlessness.

1 John 2:15-16 Do not love the world, nor the things in the world.  If anyone loves the world, the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world, the lust of the flesh and the lust of the eyes and the boastful pride of life, is not from the Father, but is from the world.

Matthew 26:41  “Keep watching and praying, that you may not enter into temptation; the spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.”

2 Peter 2:9 then the Lord knows how to rescue the godly from temptation, (trial or testing), and to keep the unrighteous under punishment for the day of judgment. 

Matthew 6:13 And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from evil.  (The Lord’s Prayer)

1 Corinthians 10:12-14 Therefore let him who thinks he stands take heed lest he fall.  No temptation has overtaken you but such as is common to man; and God is faithful, who will not allow you to be tempted beyond what you are able, but with the temptation will provide the way of escape also, that you may be able to endure it.

James 1:13-16 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am being tempted by God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, and He Himself does not tempt anyone.  But each one is tempted when he is carried away and enticed by his own lust.  Then when lust has conceived, it gives birth to sin; and when sin is accomplished, it brings forth death.

Action required:

Covenant Eyes is the ‘way of escape’.  Internet Integrity through accountability means you know someone will know what you are doing on the Net. This knowledge ‘powerfully removes’ the temptation, as evidenced by our many testimonials.  Establish Internet Integrity with Covenant Eyes.

Romans 12:2 And do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may prove what the will of God is, that which is good and acceptable and perfect.

Colossians 3:1-2 If then you have been raised up with Christ, keep seeking the things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God.  Set your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on the earth.

2 Peter 1:5-7 Now for this very reason also, applying all diligence, in your faith supply moral excellence, and in your moral excellence, knowledge; perseverance, and in your perseverance, godliness; and in your godliness, brotherly kindness, and in your brotherly kindness, love.

2 Timothy 2:15 Be diligent to show yourself approved to God as a workman who does not need to be ashamed, handling accurately the word of truth.

Ephesians 5:8-11 for you were formerly darkness, but now you are light in the Lord; walk as children of light (for the fruit of the light consists in all goodness and righteousness and truth), trying to learn what is pleasing to the Lord.  And do not participate in the unfruitful deeds of darkness, but instead even expose them;

Ephesians 5:21 and be subject to one another in the fear of Christ.

Summary:  These scripture verses are certainly not all that is contained in God’s Word on the subject of sin, temptation and godly living:  Three applications: 

1.) Pursue diligently the Word of God through regular study that equips us with the ‘Truth’, along with the application of it.  Memorizing scripture will allow a person to recall God’s Word in times of temptation.  John 8: 36 (The Truth shall make you free.)

2.) Be sure to have a plan of how you are going to respond ahead of time when temptation arises so you won’t be caught off guard.  Don’t think about it, just do it. Establish regular accountability with other men or at least 1 or 2 people on a regular basis. Be transparent and open about your struggles.

3.)  For anyone using the Internet, Covenant Eyes will help you to develop and maintain Internet integrity.  This evil is destroying individuals, families, marriages and our testimony for Christ.
